JCS currently offers 

education programs from 1st to 12th grades and the student body 

consists of approximately 21% foreign and 79% Korean students. The 

low student-teacher ratio (8:1) and small class sizes (up to 14) will 

guarantee students are actively engaged in creative learning, participa-

tion, and the building of intimate relationships with teachers.

SCHOOL CALENDAR

The school year includes 180 days and is divided into two 18 week-

long semesters. The typical course load is 8 courses per semester. The 

school day consists of six 45-minute classes that meet on varied 

academic schedules.

GRADING

The cumulative GPA is augmented and calculated by taking an 

unweighted GPA of all coursework beginning in 9th grade, and then 

adding 0.25 points for every semester of AP or Honors coursework 

with grades of C- or higher. JCS does not rank students on the basis of 

academic achievement.
